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Purpose
This policy establishes the site access control and expectations for those entering the Fermilab Site and ensures compliance with applicable DOE orders.
Scope
	This policy is applicable to the entire Fermilab site and access points.
Applicability
	This policy is applicable to all persons who enter the site.
Effective date
This policy goes into effect on November 21, 2014
Policy
It shall be the policy of Fermilab to provide site access control for business and general public purposes while maintaining responsibility to protect employees, guests, government property, and the environment.  All those entering the site, regardless of how they enter and regardless of their relationship with the Laboratory (i.e. employee, member of the public, etc.) are required to follow all site signs, postings, and instructions of Security and other laboratory officers, as well as the Illinois Rules of the Road.
Employees, Contractors, Users and Visitors and members of the public are expected to follow this policy. The Security Department of the ESH&Q Section has specific responsibility to provide site access control in accordance with physical security protocols and applicable orders.
Vehicle entry
Fermilab permits access to the site through controlled access points. Access to the site is controlled by the use of a Fermilab issued photo identification badge.  Visiting motorists (i.e. members of the public) can access the grounds via designated gates (Batavia Rd., Wilson Rd., and Pine St.) during public access hours by presenting a valid, government issued, photo identification document, which includes a driver’s license or passport, and stating a valid purpose  for entering the site. Most facilities on the site grounds are posted or have controlled access at their points of entry to prohibit unauthorized access.
Employees, Contractors, Users, and Visitors who have Fermilab issued photo IDs
An Employee or User/Visitor with a valid Fermilab identification badge is permitted unrestricted access to site 24 hours a day, every day.  Walking/Biking/Other Recreational Activity is allowed throughout the Fermilab Site for those with Fermilab IDs.  Each badged bicyclist or pedestrian may escort as many as five additional personnel.  As an escort, their responsibilities shall include: maintaining visible contact with those they are escorting, ensuring they and their guests follow the Illinois Rules of the Road and other applicable site rules and posting, and ensuring their guests do not make access to non-public buildings or areas.
[bookmark: _Toc395086022]Members of the Public
Making access to the site for biking, walking or other recreational activity on Fermilab Property is only allowed in areas marked as public on the attached site map during public access hours.  Fishing with a valid license is only allowed in those ponds specifically made available to members of the public as illustrated on the attached map.  Public access to any other bodies of water on the Fermilab Site is prohibited.
Air traffic
Air traffic entering within the boundaries of Fermilab grounds are to act in accordance with the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) rules and regulations. No unmanned aircraft are allowed over Fermilab property without prior written consent.   No non-emergency aircraft may land without prior consent. 
Definitions
Fermilab Issued Photo Identification Badge - Fermilab identification badge with a unique number identifier, an alpha character that identifies the holder as Full-time employee (FT,), Part-time employee (PT) a User/Visitor (VV), or a Contractor (CC), an expiration date, and a photograph of the person issued the card, or a DOE HSPD12 Badge. 
Driver’s License – a license issued by a State or country authorizing an individual to operate a motor vehicle on public streets, roads, or highways., Passport – an official document issued by a government, certifying the holder’s identify and citizenship and entitling them to travel under its protection to and from foreign countries
Responsibilities

All Employees, Contractors, Users and Visitors
· All persons who enter shall fully comply with all procedure, instructions and directives associated with this policy.

Assistant Director for Environment, Safety, Health & Quality (ESH&Q)
· Provides oversight for documenting, implementing, and maintaining this policy.
· Ensuring the review of this policy every five (5) years.  
· Provides the appropriate resources to implement and maintain the Site Access Control Program.

Security Chief
· Ensure that all Security personnel understand and implement this policy.
Authorities

DOE O 470.4 – Safeguards and Security Program
Owner
Responsibility for reviewing this policy rests with the Management System Owner for Security.
Review cycle
This policy is to be reviewed every five years after issuance.
